: My Child turns 5 in November. Should she be in the 3-4 year

old class or the 5-6 year old class?

: Although all children are different, typically the dancers should

dance with the 3-4 year olds. The 5-6 year olds are
kindergarten and 1st graders. If your child is not yet in
school, the 3-4 year old class could be the best fit. If you
are still not sure, we would be happy to meet your child
to help make the best assessment.

: If my child is ill, should I call you and can the missed class be

made up?
Please give us a call if your child will be absent. The teachers
like to know. If you are in a recreational class ages 3-4, 5-6,
7-9, or 10-12, the class can be made up during a class of the
same age and type. Please call or stop by the desk to schedule
the make up class.
